She was reportec"g stabbed ¥>5 a client
and left to die in the bathtub of the room. Her ghost is said to appear
in the steam of hot showers and write messages on the bathroom mirror,
warning or pleading for help. Libby in White is believed to be the
ghost of one of two women who stayed in the hotel 50 years apart.

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It'in 1859 The Menger Hete! is cne of the oldest and most well-krown Bisterie and haurted hotels in Texas.
One of the most famous apparitions is that of former President TeaH\j Rocsevelt. He is often seen at the Menger |
Bar, where he once recruited unsuspecting cowboys for his Rough Riders to fight in the Spanish American War. The |
most ofter\ seen 9host is that of Sallie Wbite, a chambermaid from the Victorian era. Tragicansj, she was attacked bg

her hushand while working at the hotel and succumbed to her injuries a few days later. Guests cften see her in her
Victorian maid outfit, carrying towels. Captain Richard King, the cwrer of the fameus King Ranch, spent his final

days in his personal suite at the Menger Hotel. His ghest is often seen in what is new called the “King Ranch Reom,”
here he spent his last menth’s writing his will and saying goodbye to friends.

Built in 1909 on what once was the Alame battlefield, the
Crockett Hotel is believed to be haunted Bg the ghosts of o
the soldiers from the Battle of the Alame. Situated across
from the Alame Chapel on Bonham Street, the hotel is
haunted by the scldiers that lost their lives fighting in the
Spanish-American War, The most active areas in the hotel
p appear to be the 10%37 the bar, and some of the quest
rooms, Staff have been known to witness the front door to
the hotel opening and closing on its own, and a ran in a

blue coat, much like these worn by the soldiers in the war,
has been spotted by both staff and quests. Aleng with the
sightings there have been reports of faint whispers

ﬂ\roughw’( the hotel, sudden appearances of cold spots,
and even disembodied footsteps. And most ur\serﬂing are
the uneayﬂwl-j chants and sounds of trotting horses.
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
