	MHS Planning and Design of Tyler recently completed a Master Plan for improvements to Bergfeld Park.  This plan was then used to design a new playground facility for the park.  Council adopted the Master Plan on November 13, 2013.  

Grace Community and Green Acres on behalf of children from Gospel Village mentoring have donated a sum of $75,000 to the City of Tyler to be used for the re-development of the playground and purchase of new equipment.  Additional funds are being raised for implementation of this first phase of the Master Plan and, therefore, the Council may need to accept those additional funds at a later time.
